Approval of Minutes (Robin Wright)
Robin requested approval of minutes from May 2011 Board meeting.  Winnie Holland moved to approve, Jeff Keiser seconded the motion.  All accepted – minutes passed.

President’s Report (Robin Wright)
Robin said APHA Mid-Year Meeting (Chicago) focused on Affordable Care Act and NACCHO conference (Hartford, CT) targeted information about the ramifications of economic times on public health.  She encouraged the group to visit APHA and NACCHO websites to view presentations and information provided.
Robin indicated DOH is still looking at budget and staffing reductions, and efficiencies including consolidation of HR, accounts payable and purchasing.  Robin stated it is more critical than ever to have conversations with local legislators this year.
Executive Director’s Report (Sandy Magyar)

Fund Raising Update (FSECC) – FPHA was approved as charitable agency in FSECC.  Contributions will occur in the fall 2011, but Sandy is unsure about how the contributions are distributed.  Re-applications have to be completed each year.  The Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (DACS) has also certified FPHA as a charitable agency.
· Winnie suggested we draft something to share with all Board members to present to employees and other agencies to make their contributions to FPHA.  
· Yvonne will post information on FPHA website.
FPHF is working on a small grant with the St. Lucie CHD, and will receive an administrative fee for their contributions.
Sandy indicated an External Stakeholders Meeting was held in Tallahassee on Thursday, August 4th.  This meeting provided persons outside the agency to provide input on DOH programs currently proposed for transfer, outsource, privatization, or elimination.  Sandy was unable to attend as she had committed to represent FPHA on the Florida Public Health Institute (FPHI) Board meeting the same day.  

FPHF coordinated hotel and meeting arrangements for the Oral Health Florida Coalition.  Approximately 65 participants (e.g. dentists, hygienist, coalition members) attended the meeting from counties and DOH.  
The Florida Public Health Institute also met on August 4 in Orlando.  They adopted into their by-laws that they would hold their annual board meeting in conjunction with FPHA.

Financial Report (Sherry Duncan)

Sherry and Sandy provided an update about the finances in both FPHA and FPHF:

Membership Report (Sandy Magyar)

Sandy reported that FPHA has 570 current members.  A membership drive with prizes as incentives is being conducted.  Twenty-three new and renewal memberships have been received as a result of the campaign. 
Brainstorming for increasing membership
· Sandy suggested we conduct a media blitz about FPHA to CHD employees once a week to increase memberships at renewal time in a couple months.

· Bonnie recommended we solicit retirees (e.g. life members) or Past President’s to pay dues and help FPHA during financial difficulties.
· Jeff Keiser suggested Board members pay annual membership due for (at least) one graduating student or “up and coming” DOH-affiliated employee.  
· Laura Guyer recommended universities pay for public health students to be members – stress professional development by linking with other public health experts throughout the state.  FPHA is the vehicle for exposing an individual to career opportunities.
· Warren suggested FPHA submit letters to the editor about support or opposition to legislation.  
Regional Meetings
Evaluation results from NE Florida Regional Meeting were very positive.  The format was a hands-on workshop in the morning, and best practices from local CHDs in the afternoon.  Participants requested more time to network.    
The Central Florida Regional Meeting scheduled for August 4 and FPHA Annual Business Meeting and Board Meeting scheduled on August 5 in Orlando was cancelled due to less than 25 registrants.  The Florida Hotel agreed to postpone contract, but must FPHA use facility for like meetings within one year.  Sandy proposed hosting a regional meeting in Central Florida in early November, December or mid-January.

Sandy met with Dr. Virginia McCoy (FIU) who is interested in working with FPHA to host a regional meeting in the Ft Lauderdale area.  Costs could possibly be encumbered through her Workforce Development grant if topics around workforce development issues and succession planning are included.

Laura Guyer recommended electronic meeting format and invite participants around the state and in other states.  Registration and fees would also be required (for non-members).
Legislative Report

There was no legislative report other than that on the agenda.
Winnie indicated this is the time of year legislative delegations meet with Boards – she encouraged members to meet with legislators and advocate for public health issues.
Social Media/Committee Report (Marie Ishida)
Marie introduced the new FPHA social media sites to connect professionals, researchers, and students through relevant nationwide and Florida public health topics discussed in our site.  A workgroup has piloted the new Facebook page and working on updates in preparation for launch on September 1st. DON’Ts
· Act dishonestly or unprofessionally by engaging in unprofessional behavior by posting inappropriate, or inaccurate content to FPHA Social Media sites; 

· Publish a link or an email address in the name field. Please also protect sensitive personal information of the FPHA members such as email address, phone number, street address, or other information that is confidential in nature; 

· Upload, post, transmit or otherwise make available or initiate any content that: 

· Falsely states, impersonates or otherwise misrepresents FPHA identity or FPHA members

· Is clearly unlawful, obscene, discriminatory ; 

· Personal health information as for discussion purpose or for information only (Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), 45 CFR Parts 160 and 164);
· Includes any unsolicited or unauthorized commercial advertising or materials, “junk mail,” “spam,” “chain letters,” “games,” “pyramid schemes,” or any other form of solicitation.

Florida Medical Association (FMA) currently has a policy on smoke-free Florida (e.g. smoke-free workplaces).  
RESOLVED, that the Florida Medical Association (FMA) support comprehensive 30 policies for smoke free workplaces throughout Florida including those currently exempted by Florida law

such as standalone bars, fraternal clubs and other venues; and be it further RESOLVED, that the FMA encourage the dissemination and publication of existing city, county and school district policies regarding tobacco free parks, outdoor recreation venues, schools, beaches and government property and buildings.
Leslie Lieberman is interested in working on policy and position paper for FPHA support.  Mike Easley motioned that Leslie move forward on developing position paper and policy; Winnie Holland seconded the motion.  All accepted.
Southern Health Association (SHA)
Warren said Southern Health Association Meeting (SHA) is meeting with the North Carolina PHA who is celebrating their 100 year anniversary.   Warren will be presenting at September conference, and is being inducted as president-elect of SHA.
