Executive Directors Report: Sandy Magyar reported on the following:

· Membership dues for next year will begin end of October beginning of November for the calendar year. There are 1090 members. There have been no further talks with APHA regarding joint membership

· AEC 2008 – 250 registrants, 100 added for pre-conference meetings, met obligations to the hotel, we made very little. Mike Napier will be working with Tallahassee early on to get support for next year.

· Lynne Drawdy reported on the AEC satisfaction survey:

· 70 people responded which was a 31% response rate

· 100% overall satisfaction, and 2 important data points were the increases in recommending the conference and attending the conference. A full report will be added to the website

 Financial Report: Deanna AmRhein reported: 

· $29,499.22 in checking, $51,961.47 in savings and $193,721.75 in the foundation

· Sandy Magyar shared that the Hotel expenses were near $55,000 which included meals, exhibitor areas, audio visuals and more. A full report will be available at the next meeting

AEC Report: John Livingstone reported:

· Attendance is an issue! 2006 = 370 participants, 2007 = 290 participants and 2008 = 250 participants

· Discussion was lively around new fees for 2009, Sandy will bring to the next meeting more information for us
· It is estimated that Southern Health will be bringing 30 – 35 members to AEC.
