Executive Directors Report: Sandy Magyar included the following in her report: 1) Voter voice: She wants members to be able to respond to legislative issues. Sandy will be checking with the company to see if members can be registered twice with their work and home emails. The reason being is that 90% use their work emails and it’s a good way to alert members to respond timely from their personal emails. 2) AEC info will remain on the website a little while longer in case the agendas are needed. 3) Committee chairs will be getting listings and all can arrange conference calls through her as she needs to track the costs. 4) AEC Proposals for 2010 (July 25 -30) were discussed. There are 4 proposals on the table: Grand Hyatt – Tampa Bay $130 grp rate, Hyatt Regency Coconut Point Resort – Bonita Springs $135 grp rate, St Pete Renaissance $130 grp rate ($9 parking), Westin Golf Palm Harbor $130 grp rate. There was a motion on the floor to try for Bonita Springs by Mike Napier. It was seconded by Warren McDougle and passed unanimously. 4) Joel Niskin who presented the Prevention Health Physicians Toolkit is willing to come back for Regional Meetings for a small registration fee.
Newsletter Report: Bette Holeva reported that the deadline for the newsletter will be August 20.
Regional Meetings: Frank Meyers reported that the new Dean at FIU offered to host a regional meeting; He will be talking to Greg Danyluk about this as it will benefit students to attend. We should plan on 2 or 3 regional meetings this year.
Membership: The Handbook and literature are being updated and Frank Meyers would like to see a simplified version of the Board Handbook. Sandy Magyar brought up Health Agency memberships and that if they want to add more members than they have, could they be pro-rated down? Discussion was had and a motion was brought to the floor to Pro – rate additional agency memberships by Warren McDougle. The motion was seconded by Bette Holeva and passed unanimously.
Southern Health Association Report: Warren McDougle and Sandy Magyar reported. The following were topics discussed: 1) Collaboration with them for the next AEC, not sure of the topic or structure yet. 2) Their representatives will be joining us in March for a face to face meeting.
