Motion to approve minutes from August 4th – Mike Napier moved to approve, Warren McDougle second.
President’s Report (Doug Holt)
Dr. Holt thanked Robin for filling in at meeting on August 7th in his absence.  

He reviewed current public health priorities including:

· H1N1

· Healthcare reform
· Elections and DOH change in leadership – recommended FPHA Board look at candidates’ platform
The annual conference planning committee met prior to Board meeting to discuss how we may obtain support from DOH Executive Staff and partner organizations.  He also thanked the committee chairs in advance for the work they’ll complete on their upcoming assignments coordinate the meeting and identify presenters.
Changes to FPHA Board of Directors

The new FPHA Board of Directors has been posted on the FPHA website.  Additional changes include:
· John Montgomery has joined a Washington-based organization, and Carl Patten will replace John as the Blue Cross Blue Shield representative.

· Dr. Dennis Cookro has agreed to be the Section Chair for Public Health Physicians.

Support Requested from FPHA
Florida Campus Compact – this organization contacted FPHA about their October 23rd conference in Orlando.  The organization wanted FPHA to 1) encourage members to attend and learn about how colleges and universities are incorporating community service into healthcare curriculum and/or 2) recommend a guest speaker or panelist to present on a topic relevant to community perspectives.

Preservation of Antibiotics for Medical Treatment – National legislation was introduced to amend the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act to preserve the effectiveness of medically important antibiotics used in the treatment of human and animal diseases (HR1549).   Chris Nuland stated this topic will not be included in the healthcare reform bill, and does not feel like this will move forward in the Florida House or Senate.   He also stated there may not be any supporters or sponsors of the bill since Ted Kennedy was the lead supporter.  Dr. Holt indicated there is controversy – antibiotics are mixed in animal feed and there could be detectable-levels in the foods we eat. 
· Greg Danyluk will review letter and provide feedback to determine if FPHA should support.

· Chris Nuland recommended FPHA research APHA’s position on this issue.

· Warren McDougle will follow up with his contact at DAC to obtain more clarity on the issue.

Mean Streets – this organization promotes pedestrian safety, and requested that FPHA issue a statewide press release for local media markets to promote injury prevention (e.g. seatbelt use, safer walkways) and Smart Growth (e.g. childhood overweight and obesity) on October 27th.  
· Sandy Magyar will contact Daniel Parker for data and/or statistics.  
· Doug Holt will contact his local media staff person to assist.
National Network of Libraries of Medicine – Sandy Magyar participated in a recent survey to suggest ways we could use library resources.  Yvonne Salfinger indicated the Bureau of Laboratories uses this resource frequently, and suggested FPHA add this link to our website.  Paula Mooty stated the organization was a vendor at the 2009 FPHA Annual Conference.
· Yvonne Salfinger will add link to FPHA website.

Health Metrics – this company provides recommendations for improving clinic operations, and wants to be available to all counties in the state.  The cost to assess one program = $13,000; more than one program = approximately $25,000.  Mike Napier and Doug Holt have used the services; however, FPHA may not be the venue to support this organization – FACHO support was suggested.

National Accreditation – FPHA provided a letter of support to the Department of Health for their application to participate in the national accreditation beta test.  Florida was one of eight states selected throughout the nation to participate.

Financial Report (Sandy Magyar)

E. Membership (Mike Napier) – Sandy and Mike attended training at APHA on fund raising.  APHA grant was expended by April 15, 2008, and funds were used to develop paper and create a website targeting sexuality.
F. Awards and Scholarship Committee (Yvonne Salfinger for Max Salfinger) – 2009 awardees are located on the website.  Yvonne requested that members submit applications for next year’s awardees.
G. Academic committee is meeting by phone.

H. STD Section (Lori Jordahl) – submitted an abstract on sexual health report to APHA and putting out questionnaire to determine how people are using the information.  Participating on Healthy Teens conference calls – one concern is Florida continues to promote abstinence only education instead of comprehensive sex education.

I. Administration Section (Robert Palussek)  In order to create new opportunities for old relationships I propose to try (again this year) to host and attach the Business Managers Association (BMA) meeting to the annual FPHA meeting. Intention behind it is to create more interest and achieve greater participation which hopefully will lead to increased FPHA memberships, and receive better conference and hotel room rates for BMA. I believe we could work together with Central Office and our CHD’s to provide session tracks for BMA specific target audience, as well as hosting the Administration Section meeting together with interested BMA members. This will give the Business Managers more exposure to FPHA and will hopefully spark some interesting conversation about how to better collaborate in the future even under a difficult economical environment.  The BMA president, Christina Ciereck will approach Senior Leadership in Tallahassee to receive further guidance. I will update you as I learn more. 

With the goal in mind to further strengthen our relationship to Florida Public Health Institute (FPHI). At the last Florida Public Health Association meeting in August 2009 we had productive discussion with Dr. Earl Fox from FPHI. The discussion during the administration section business meeting evolved around:” How can FPHI be a more valuable and active partner/ resource for your local health department?”  A survey has been sent out to all CHD directors and administrators; survey information has been submitted to Dr. Earl Fox. If he attends the board meeting he might be able to address.
J. Liaison report (Mike Reid) – could not provide Leadership Institute in 2009, but optimistic that institute will be available in 2010.  Alumni from previous classes (approximately 400) are participating in retreat and training activities.

K. Southern Health Association (SHA) – Kentucky is coming back into SHA – seeking participation from Virginia.  Next meeting is being held in February 2010 in Franklin, TN.
