Nomination Report: Sandy Magyar reported:

· Received 200 of 900 ballots back. 

· Will be looking at the capability of electronic ballots for next 

Strategic Plan Report: Lynne Drawdy reported:

· Talked about achieving objectives with specific deliverables. It is time to review again and where to go from here moving forward with short term action planning. Rec’d the APHA customer satisfaction survey which has lots of similarities to ours. APHA has 60% overall satisfaction, FPHA 70%.

· There was discussion on the importance of a strategic plan retreat in the very near future. Sandy and Doug will be looking at when and where. 

Newsletter: Sandy Magyar reported for Bette Holeva :

· September will be the next newsletter, and we will be trying to have a one every other month. Put information in about the conference. Communication is key! 

Academic Report: Mary Peoples Sheps reported

· There were 34 poster abstracts submitted and 24 of those will be presented. She thanked the committee members who reviewed the abstracts.

· There was an academic public health survey that was sent out that Earl Fox and brought from the University of Georgia. 9 Florida programs received the survey with a 100% response rate. 

· At any given time there are 1,300 Public Health students enrolled in Fl

· 250 bachelors, 200 in doctoral programs

· Taking a second look at need and demand, it would be good to survey CHD directors and workers. 

· Earl Fox reported:

· A number of mid level managers working at Publix are interested in food science

· There were close to 60 students at 5 sites attending the Public Health Institute 

· Looking at developing public health grand rounds – USF leadership, webinar format

· Mary talked about their work with the FPHA strategic plan and they have developed a report on some of the key problems in the state. The committee would like to look ask for help at funding a student like the sexual health initiative did to do further analysis and help to write white papers

· Sandy will explore $

· Leslie Sue Lieberman talked about the opening of the College of Medicine at UCF with 41 students

· Mary talked about accreditation, UF and this summer U of West Fl. There are now 3 Schools of Public Health and 5 Public Health Programs in FL


 Awards Committee: Yvonne Salfinger reported for Max Salfinger
· 3 graduate and 2 undergraduate students will get scholarships.

Old Business:

· Sandy Magyar and Lori Jordahl gave an update on the APHA affiliate grant

· Membership – enhanced website, working on brochure, Frank Meyers visited student groups around the state, surveying on renewing members

· 2 regional meetings held

· Shared information regarding the sexual health reports that Sara Henneberger did and Mary Peoples-Sheps for mentoring her. Dr Toye Brewer and Lori also worked with them on the report. On Thursday we will be having a meeting to review recommendations. Come by and see the poster session. The reports will be on our website.

· Code of Ethics – Mike Napier moved to approve the Code of Ethics as written and. Jeff Keiser seconded the motion and it passed unanimously
New Business:

· There was a discussion about how stressed financially everyone is and how important it is to stay involved and maintain the vision of stability for FPHA. 

· Looking more to private sector for membership and support. Tennessee membership in ½ non Health Dept.

· Looking at partnering  and funding also with other DOH services as well such as administrative services for fiscal training, HINI, attach the quality meetings and other statewide meetings (look at benchmarking of groups that have large meetings)

· APHA President Cheryl Easley shared that they have budgeted for less persons attending their conference this year

· We will be doing a hot wash after AEC not only surveying those who attended but those who didn’t attend as well

· Discussed ideas for next year and, costs. All wanted to continue having a yearly conference 

· Venue ideas discussed (for example there are contract penalties for not utilizing sleeping room nights)

· Partnerships, private funding, training dollars, increasing and advocating value of members and others paying their own way, 

· Looking at more training tracks, core competencies and more  

· New FPHA Section – There was a request with enough signatures for a new section on Florida Public Health Preparedness. Jeff Keiser made the motion to approve the request for this section, Jenny Lindell seconded it and it passed unanimously.
