Membership

Sandy Magyar reported the current membership as of today is 970 members.

Southern Health Association (SHA)
Warren McDougle reported that all SHA members were complimentary of the meeting and indicated the speakers/presenters were very good.  They were appreciative of all who attended, especially due to the financial climate.

Warren has a report due to SHA and will be asking section chairs for their updates by August 28, 2009.  The next SHA meeting is scheduled the 3rd week of February in Nashville, TN.

American Public Health Association (APHA)
The APHA Annual Meeting and Exposition is being held November 7-11, 2009 in Philadelphia.  Matt Dillon, Florida APHA Representative, and Sandy Magyar will attend.  Receptions are being held by the Committee on Affiliates and University of South Florida’s College of Public Health.  Conference attendees from Florida are welcome to attend the receptions.

Based on grant funding received from APHA, a resource tool on sexual health was developed and may be considered a best or model practice in schools.  The program implementing the tool is currently evaluating how people are using the information.  The board discussed providing a poster presentation at APHA – Lori Jordahl will submit an abstract to both APHA and the National STD Conference.

Public Health Issues and Events
· The South Florida Health Council is meeting on August 27, 2009 to discuss health and dental issues in south Florida.
· Jeff Keiser discussed issue of texting while driving with Chris Nuland to potentially seek support for Injury Prevention.

· Sandy Magyar suggested that FPHA support efforts of APHA on national public health issues:

· Health care bills have been low on the “priority” scale

· A questionnaire has been developed to determine how prepared candidates seeking election to Congress (Senate) are in dealing with public health issues.

Dr. Ana Viamonte Ros attended the FPHA Board Meeting to discuss various issues occurring in public health throughout the state:

· Dr. Viamonte Ros will speak with legislators to identify funding opportunities, and contact FPHA if assistance is needed in obtaining grant funds.  It was suggested that Dr. Ros encourage CHDs to target and engage local commissioners instead of appealing to state legislators.

· The question was raised about whether CHDs should be concentrating their efforts on primary care to increase their revenues?  Dr. Viamonte Ros suggested that CHDs be prepared to support organizations to provide primary care in the counties instead of competing with other groups and/or organizations.
· FPHA is researching ways to use website(s) and other alternative forms of technology to promote public health prevention.  CDC is willing to provide assistance to Florida to address legal and governance issues to use technology.

· Lori Jordahl will share Rachel Kachur’s presentation with Dr. Viamonte Ros.

FPHA Annual Meeting

Paula Mooty indicated there were 33 exhibitors at the conference.  She asked board members to submit any new contact information to her, and she will solicit interest in exhibiting at next year’s conference.

Mary Kay Burns reported that $16,000 was raised from the Silent Auction, and Bonnie McDougle stated that $245 was raised from the bookstore alone.  These funds will be used to support scholarships for students attending colleges of public health.

There was discussion about videotaping presenters at next year’s conference for those who are unable to attend due to travel restrictions.

Lori Jordahl recommended that regular updates be made to the FPHA website to include data that’s useful to local health departments.
