

It was suggested that we survey members to see what other private groups they had worked with in their communities.

Sandy reviewed the hotel contract and obligations.  She noted that FEHA still plans to join with us and will be holding their certification and training programs.  They will be focusing on the private sector that needs these trainings.  FEHA will also hold their Board Meeting during the week and are not planning on a program at this time.

The AEC and Regional Meeting committees will be applying for a grant from the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NNLM).  This grant focuses on using technology and the NNLM to get good and accurate information on anything related to health care.  The group discussed expanding the topic based on last years AEC program where the attendees wanted more detail on the current uses in getting the message out.

Lesli Ahonkhai noted that in designing regional meetings we need to look at what’s in it for us to help benefit our members.  She also noted that one of FPHA’s strengths is advocacy and we may want to further develop that for a regional meeting focusing on how to build relationships with our partners in the community to impact t policy.

It was suggested that the group look at the program topics:

· Social Marketing

· Lagging Indicators from DOH

· Utilizing the PSTK process to think out of the box to accomplish our goals in our communities

· Working with the media

· How to write a good press release and get it published to a response from the media

· Partnering with private industry for common goals, i.e. Publix on healthy foods, WalMart, Health Insurance companies, etc. 

A smaller group will work on the grant and discuss other possible funding for meetings.


Legislative Update (Chris Nuland)
Chris reported the following legislative actions:

· The immunization schedule came up in House committee.  FPHA worked with Pediatric society – Representative Ambler’s bill temporarily passed.  Rep. Ambler withdrew the bill (House only able to sponsor 6 bills).  Senate bill being held.

· Representative Holder’s bill on texting while driving was amended by transportation, and has passed.  There are Senate companions, but bill must go through safety committee.

· On-site sewage has not moved – has 4 committee references remaining – will most likely not go to the floor.

· Budget – Senator Peaden indicated we have cut administration (infrastructure) as far as we can cut it.  Education services will be the first to go (e.g. tobacco cessation) – need to keep the money available for direct services.  Public health education is not as important as clinical services; however, education services funded by outside sources will continue to be required to provide client education.

There has been no further discussion in the legislature on Medicaid cuts.  There has been discussion about dental not being a mandatory service – therefore, it may be on the “chopping block”.

No budget has been produced from the House at this time; a Senate budget is expected this week.

There has been no discussion about state of Florida salary reductions or employee benefits.

President’s Report (Doug Holt)
Dr. Holt highlighted a 
· Begin thinking about impact of leadership transition which may result from elections.  

· There continues to be discussions about expenses that are not perceived as mission critical to the department (e.g. travel; attendance at educational conferences).

· The release of the County Health Rankings is an opportunity to expand knowledge about public health to community partners and expand our membership.

· Continue to review legislative committees in both the House and Senate.

· Expansion of accreditation program and revival of workforce development – may be an opportunity for FPHA may serve as a vehicle for education and training associated wit this effort.

Executive Director’s Report (Marsha Zupan)
Membership – 461 members confirmed to date.

Bonnie McDougle suggested that lifetime members make contributions to FPHA since they don’t pay membership dues.
Florida International University (FIU) is sponsoring a workshop in Miami called Disney’s Approach to Quality Service for Healthcare Providers.  There is no cost to FPHA, and only want FPHA to be a sponsor.  McDougle motioned and Dr. Fox seconded motion to be a promotional supporter 

Sandy discussed adding FPHA to FSECC charitable campaign.  These dollars would help with educational programs, stipends and student scholarships.  Deadline was March 1st, but Sandy working on application.

Fundraising – Bonnie McDougle discussed doing the Barnes and Noble fundraiser at one location to determine the impact of the fundraiser. Paula Mooty made a motion to approve fundraising, Yvonne Salfinger seconded.  Unanimously approved.

Also we should obtain Board approval if we foresee any overages of dollars budgeted for Chris’ time.

Section Reports
· Student section (Laura Guyer) – AHEC hosts monthly conference calls with students, and are busy trying to win new members.  Currently, there are less than 20 members in the FPHA student section.  Students who join don’t have opportunity to enroll in the student section.  Discussed getting together and holding “mini-meetings” at respective universities.  Dr. Fox said student section at last year’s annual meeting indicated they would like more exposure to health policy.
· Health Section – working to fill vacant positions and strategic plan objectives
· Identifying evidenced based initiatives – supported sexual health survey report.  

· Improve Florida’s health status

· Diversity in membership – discussed how to keep section members active, and generated ideas to host a summit to build partners.  Discussed how to keep members?
· Academic Committee (Mary People-Sheps) – In the absence of Mary, Leslie Lieberman reported for the committee (minutes attached).  She noted that the committee discussed the academic health survey at annual meeting.  Since then, two master’s courses have been made available on-line at UF and UCF.

· The committee has access to students who want to serve as interns and learn more about public health.  Mike Napier has used one and found them to be an excellent worker and can take on projects that are short term, but of great value. 2010 Annual Educational Meeting/Regional Meetings Report (Robin Wright)
Dr. Holt reported that discussions with Executive Office indicated uncertainty of travel approval to annual meeting and whether employees would be able to use work time.
Sandy said hotel contract waived attrition if rooms are not filled.  Canceling completely would cost $10,000 for meeting space and $4,000 for food and beverage.  However, FEHA will be holding several certification and training meetings which they feel will bring in local area merchants needing these trainings.  FEHA will also hold their Board Meeting during the week.
