Legislative Update (Chris Nuland)

Bill Little, Mike Napier and Dr. Joan Colfer met with Representative Hudson on Thursday, August 12th to discuss public health issues.  Representative Rep. Hudson was very impressed with the services offered at Sarasota CHD and other CHD’s.  He also said he wants clearly defined services and responsibility for DOH – Chris Nuland suggested we continue to work with Rep. Hudson on the public health bill.

DOH is working on HB 5311 (reorganization bill).  Sandy indicated that 39 internal stakeholders will be meeting the end of August to outline program responsibilities and linkages to the DOH mission, conduct program assessment reviews (using assessment tool), and identify initial findings on reductions.  External stakeholders are scheduled to meet in September to review information submitted by the state health office and provide recommendations and feedback.
· Jeff Keiser asked how we can look at the impact public health (e.g. immunizations) has on business outcomes.  Chris discussed developing a mission statement around “investment” into public health activities and asked Jeff to submit 4-5 bullet points around what would occur/not occur if public health services were not provided.  Dr. Holt suggested that since FPHA does not provide direct services, we should promote the process being led by Bill Little and Mike Napier.

Executive Director’s Report (Sandy Magyar)

Sandy reported that notices for FPHA membership dues will go out at the end of the year.  Agency (e.g. local CHD) membership over $250 has to be approved by DOH purchasing.  Robin Wright suggested we look at membership and dues structure.

· Sandy would like for us to research how dues might be payroll deducted. 

Sandy is submitting an application to the Florida State Employee Charitable Campaign (FSECC) at the first of the year to have the FPHA Foundation listed as one of the charities.  If approved, the FPHA Foundation would be on the program for contributions in 2011 with funds available in 2012.  A paragraph defining how funds will be used (e.g. educational opportunities, scholarships) needs to be drafted.
Ninety-two (92) people pre-registered for regional meeting – Marsha is pulling together the final attendance numbers (82 attended).  Paula will send thank you letters to exhibitors – Dr. Holt said he would write a personal note on the thank you letters if Paula sends them to him.   Lon Kieffer asked if he could send an email to those who attended the regional meeting to market his books and materials.  The Board asked that his information come through the Executive Office to all meeting participants 
The National Association of Libraries indicated there may be funding available at the end of the year to support an additional meeting and to check.  They are hoping to have grant funding available in 2011.   Members of the Board suggested we piggyback on regional consortia meetings in an effort to provide meetings around the state.
Sandy indicated there is poor participation at some section meetings, and would like suggestions from section chairs on how to engage committees via phone or at face-to-face meetings.

Finances of organization – a significant amount of dollars are being spent on banking fees, software, etc.  Sandy suggested they look at a software package called Wild Apricot which will allow members to register for meetings, pay dues on-line, and create a members only section for association or other information.  She is also looking at other credit card options that should be cheaper.  We have to make a change or pay a new service fee of several hundred dollars for the current processor
Sandy requested permission of Board to put letter out to membership requesting donations to the Foundation and/or FPHA to help funding. Especially in light of no silent auction this year for scholarships.   Board approved.
