Summary:

·      Lesli welcomed everyone and introduced the new co-Chair of the Diversity Health Section Dr. Noel Brathwaite.  Noel told the group about his experience in the area of disparities.
·      Lesli discussed objective 1.1 in the FPHA Strategic Plan.  The Diversity Health section along with other applicable sections could champion this objective.  Emphasis was placed on infant mortality and morbidity since there is an opportunity for collaboration with the leading organizations involved in the Black Infant Health Practice Initiative (BIHPI) that was signed into law in 2007. After Lesli defined the objectives of the BIHPI, participants on the call requested additional information on the Initiative.  Lesli agreed to e-mail the information to section members.  Discussion ensued on various determinants that lead to disparities in infant mortality.     Homer Rice talked about Leon County’s efforts in eliminating disparities in black infant mortality and asked if the Department of Health’s Office of Minority Health Summit on Infant Mortality was part of the BIHPI.  Lesli stated that it was not.  Surgeon General Viamonte-Ross has stressed the importance of all entities working collaboratively to address Black Infant Health.  Call participants agreed that the BIHPI is a potential opportunity for collaboration for FPHA that would impact an important Public Health issue.  There will be a meeting in Tallahassee in April to review and discuss the BIHPI community teams data and proposed strategies for intervention.  Lesli will ask Dee Jeffers if information can be provided to section members after this meeting.  The group also discussed other health disparities that the section should consider as a focus for education and awareness: breast cancer, prostate cancer, diabetes, and cardiovascular disease.  Section members were informed of legislative efforts to address teen pregnancy.
·      Section members were asked for feedback on the Sexual Health survey that will eventually be distributed the FPHA members.  This feedback will be shared with the FPHA board during the January 25, 2008 meeting.  
·      Section members were given the dates for the next FPHA Educational Conference (July 30 through August 1, 2008).  The Diversity Health Section will meet Wednesday July 31, 2008 from 3:30pm to 5:00pm.  During the Diversity Health Section meeting, there will be a business meeting and a guest speaker-Dr. Michele Butler.  She will be talking about the impact of depression in racial and ethnic populations on health.  There is a possibility that the Diversity Health section will have another time slot during the educational conference.  The idea of having the findings of the BIHPI presented during this additional time slot was discussed.  Participants thought it was a good idea.  A participant also thought that inviting Dr. Commodore (DOH Office of Minority Health Director) to speak at the conference as a keynote speaker was a good idea.
