Summary:

· Welcome and Introductions:  Lesli welcomed everyone on the call.  Participants shared their role in public health. 
· FPHA Strategic Plan:  Lesli discussed the commitment that the Diversity Health Section made to assist in implementing objective 1.1 and 1.2 under Goal #1 (Increase FPHA’s Impact on Public Health issues) in the FPHA Strategic Plan. 
Objective 1.1: Lead an initiative to improve sexual health related indicators.

Objective 1.2: Partner with other public health entities to identify initiatives to improve Florida’s top ten

lagging health status indicators.

The Diversity Health section’s focus has been on Black infant mortality for the past two years.  The Diversity Health Section has invited guest speakers to the 2008 and 2009 Annual Education Conference to help bring more awareness to the causes of Black Infant mortality in our state.  Speakers included: Dr. Michele Butler, Dr. Hamisu Salihu, Lo Berry, and Karen Wint.  Topics included: Mental Health and its Impact on Birth Outcomes, The Black Infant Health Practice Initiative, and Infant Mortality in Orange County, respectively.   Section members were also involved in the review of the Sexual Health Survey that was later distributed to the FPHA membership in 2008 and a section member also assisted in reviewing the 2009 Sexual Health Report.  Copies will be made available to section members.
· Visibility and Membership Involvement:  Discussion ensued regarding the need to encourage members to become more active.  A suggestion was made to solicit ideas from the membership. 

· New Officers: Lesli described the roles of specific positions.  No new officers were officially elected.  Jocelyn Turner expressed some interest in assisting with the leadership of this section.
