Board Meeting Minutes

June 20, 2006

Orange County Health Department, Orlando, FL

Linda Keen asked for reports from representative, liaisons, and sections while waiting for additional Board members to arrive for determination of a quorum.
SHA Representative Report - Bonnie McDougle provided the SHA Representative report for Warren McDougle, the SHA Representative.  SHA visited the Alabama Public Health Association and the Alabama School of Public Health.  SHA has applied for a CDC grant for public health training that will be spent in each state that SHA visits in that year.  New officers were elected.  Resolutions have been posted on SHA website.  The 2007 Georgia Public Health Association / SHA joint conference will be Sept 4th -7th , 2006 in Savannah, GA.  An executive director will be established for SHA as the organization currently only has an executive secretary.
Liaison Reports
University of Florida - Barbara Richardson reported that she is chairing the external advisory committee for public health programs.  The university is building the program and will start accreditation within a year.  It currently has a certificate program.  It was suggested they sponsor a regional FPHA meeting to introduce the facility.  

Florida AHEC Network - Barbara Richardson reported for Edna Apostol.  She thanked FPHA for legislative support to AHEC when the FL House had cut funding for AHEC.  With support, this cut was reconsidered.
Section Reports
STD Section – Lori Jordahl, chair of the section, reported.  She thanked FPHA for support at the National STD Conference in Jacksonville in April.  There were 1400 attendees, a tour of laboratory was provided, good feedback was received, and new FPHA members were recruited.

AIDS/HIV Section – Frank Meyers reported the section has 41 members, half of which are cross over members from the STD section.  The section will hold elections at the Annual Educational Conference.

The meeting was called to order by Linda Keen at 1:06 PM.

Introductions and Determination of Quorum – Introductions of Board members was completed.  It was determined that a quorum was not present.  It was decided to continue the meeting but to delay any voting issues for the next Board meeting.

President’s Report – Linda Keen, President, presented the President’s report.  She reported she has received communication from the American Public Health Association (APHA) with regards to a draft contract for affiliates.  The draft contract has an insurance and annual report requirement of the affiliates.  She submitted comments on the draft with regards to the insurance requirement asking how it would benefit the affiliate.  Nick Chapman indicated the document is more of an agreement than contract.  The requirement would be director, officer, and general liability insurance.  Sandy Magyar added that the Florida Public Health Foundation has insurance that costs approximately $700 per year and that FPHA could afford it if the Board chose to obtain it.

Linda reported the Academic Committee will be holding a meeting on August 18th in Orlando.  The meeting will have a full agenda including topics that were covered in strategic planning.  Five universities will be represented.

Linda received a proposed resolution from Kevin Sharon, director of the Orange County Health Department, to reduce school bus emissions and limit their exposure to children asking for support from FPHA.  There was discussion.  Linda referred the request to the Environmental Health & Engineering section to review information on the topic.  This information would then be passed on to the Legislative Committee.

Linda received a letter from the Center for Science in the Public Interest (CSPI) asking for support for requiring nutrition information to be posted/provided for restaurant food.  This would require an amendment to the state food code.  There was discussion.  Linda referred the request to the Nutrition Section.

Executive Director’s Report – Sandy Magyar, Executive Director, provided the Executive Director’s report.  She reported the current 2006 membership is approximately 900.  For those members that have not paid dues, a second notice has been sent to them.  They will no longer receive the newsletter or any other correspondence from FPHA.  
Current registration for the FPHA Annual Educational Conference (AEC) is 81, Florida Association of Public Health Nurses (FAPHN) Conference is 24, and Center for the Universal Eradication of Disease (CURED) Meeting is 11.  Registrations have been accepted without payment for those registrants paying after the start of the state fiscal year in order to receive the early registration discount.  $50 of the registration for each registrant to the CURED meeting and the FAPHN conference is paid to FPHA for services provided to them by FPHA.  After July 1st this increases to $60.  The dental directors also will have a one day meeting with registration fee.  FAPHN, CURED, and Dental registrants receive a reduced registration if they also attend the FPHA AEC.  Exhibitors pay a reduced exhibitor fee if they are also a sponsor.  
Sandy apologized for the newsletter corrections that required the last newsletter being sent twice.  She reminded the sections that the STD section members pay an additional $10 for their section and that other sections can do the same.  This money is placed in the FPHA account for the section.  All sections will only meet from 4:30 PM - 5:30 PM on Wednesday and Thursday of the AEC.  Section awards must be presented during the section meeting.  The proposed student section will have a special meeting at the AEC.  
Sandy received a letter from APHA regarding the committee on affiliates.  The committee will have a meeting with an agenda at the APHA Boston meeting.  APHA is also asking for donations from the affiliates in the amount of $100-$1000 for an affiliate reception at the meeting.  There was discussion that a $100 donation could be considered.  Mike Napier, the treasurer agreed to revise the budget to indicate the donation.  The revised budget would then be given to the executive committee to vote to accept the revision.  

Financial Report - Mike Napier, Treasurer, presented the financial report.  He reported the balance in the checking account as of the end of May was $26,776.23.  He asked if the Board wants more detailed financial reports at future Board meetings and if the reports should be sent out frequently.  The consensus was the Executive Board should receive monthly detailed reports and it is sufficient for the Board to receive reports at the Board meetings only.
Legislative Committee Report - Chris Nuland, Legal/Legislative Consultant, reported the bill for increase in mileage reimbursement and per diem for state employees (SB 428) passed.  The bill also requires the legislature to review the amount every three years.  The Prostate Awareness (SB 290), Indoor Smoking (HB 317), Biomedical Research Funding (HB 1027), Brain Tumor Research (SB 1448), and October as Breast Cancer Awareness Month (SB 2810) bills passed.  The Meningitis Immunizations (HB 127) and Obesity and Lead Poisoning (healthy lifestyles) (SB1324) are on the governor’s desk and will probably be signed.  The Cancer Drug Donation bill is on the Governor’s desk to be signed.  Chris indicated it may need some help in order for it to be signed.  Chris indicated he may way in on the bill if needed.  The FPH Foundation was budgeted $400,000, but the Governor struck it.  The Foundation can contract with DOH though.  Frank suggested thank you letters be sent to legislators that supported these bills.  Linda indicated she would do so.  Sandy asked Chris for his opinion on insurance for the association.  He indicated it would be worth it as the cost is reasonable.

Bonnie McDougle, Committee Chair, reported.  She asked if the legislative survey should be conducted at the AEC as it was in 2005.  The 2005-2006 legislative agenda was set based on the survey.  Lynne Drawdy suggested a web based survey be conducted and she suggested a free program that she uses.  Linda Keen indicated she knows someone who can help set it up.  Lynn and Bonnie agreed to work together to produce a joint member satisfaction and legislative survey.  Bonnie reminded the Board that FPHA can approach Chris to start a bill and get sponsorship for it in the House and Senate.  The FPHA Legislator Award nominees are Representative Harrell and Senator Peaden.  Bonnie asked if there would be a need for Chris to be at AEC.  The consensus was that he would not be needed.
Annual Educational Conference Report – Robin Wright, Committee Co-chair, reported.  The latest draft of the program is posted on the FPHA website.  All speakers are confirmed and none have cancelled.  AHEC has approved continuing education hours for Social Work, Mental Health, and Nursing.  AHEC cannot provide CME for Physicians because they must be a lead agency on the program to do so.  Barbara Richardson indicated she would check if that has changed.  Lea Heberlein-Larson asked if the program had been approved for clinical laboratory CE.  She agreed to contact the chair of the Continuing Education Committee, Rachel Chase, to inquire and facilitate approval through the FDOH Bureau of Laboratories if needed.  Prakash Patel asked if Lea could inquire about CE for Environment Health as well.
FPHA Website Report – Frank Meyers, Website Editor, reported he has been in communication with the webmaster regarding the hit counter.  It has not been installed.  However the website may already have the capability but we are just not getting the reports.  This counter is not a visible one on the website.  The SHA newsletter and a historical section by Bill Bigler and Dr. Prather about the 75th year of the FPHA will be added to the site.  Frank looked into the Sharepoint program for FPHA, but this is only available to DOH.  There may be something similar commercially available.  He also reported he has found several inconsistencies between the bylaws, the Board of Director’s handbook, student membership information, and scholarship information documents posted on the site.  He suggested these be updated.
FPHA Newsletter Report – Bette Holeva, Newsletter Editor, reported that she apologizes for discrepancies that occurred in the last newsletter.  She indicated she is not receiving articles and reports on time.  This delays the publication and causes information to be out of date by publication.  She indicated that she does not want to be strict with the cut off because she does not want to publish a short newsletter, but asked for submissions to be on time.  It was suggested to only post the newsletter on the website, but the consensus was that it would not be as visible as when it is received in an email.
Nominating Committee Report – Sandy Magyar reported for Judy Perkin, Committee Chair, the election ballots were mailed the week of June 12th.
Membership Committee Report – Lea Heberlein-Larson reported for Lynne Drawdy, Committee Chair, the FPHA Bucks membership drive was initiated and the Public Health Calendar is in the formatting process.  The calendar is still in need of more photos that must be submitted to Lea or Paula Mooty by the end of June as the calendar will be sent to the printer at that time.  Frank Meyers asked Lea to provide a PDF file of the calendar for posting on the website and to email to legislators.

Strategic Plan Report - Lynn Drawdy, Committee Chair, reported the strategic plan was reviewed during the meeting held the previous day.  Changes to the strategic plan include revising the diversity value and the goals.  Three priority public health issues were identified: 1) adequate public health workforce, 2) planned communities for improved public health, and 3) public health messaging.  A major initiative to address was identified, sexual health.
Other Committee Reports

Silent Auction – Barbara Richardson, Committee Chair, reported the 2006 silent auction has a $4000 goal.  This will be the first year the silent auction will be conducted through the FPHA Foundation; therefore the donations will be tax deductible.  Barbara asked that all Board members obtain one or two items for the auction.  Email Barbara with the item description, donor, and contact information.  The STD section will also hold a raffle.  Half of the proceeds will benefit the section and half to the FPHA scholarship fund.  There was discussion on how a section should hold fundraisers/raffles.  The consensus was these should be approved by the Board first.  The STD section agreed to hold the raffle during their party except for their high value items that may be raffled during the general sessions.  It was suggested all (STD or otherwise) high value items be raffled on Friday and winners must be in attendance to claim the prize to increase attendance on Friday.
Old Business

Frank Meyers reported he found information on postage stamp stickers that can have the FPHA logo put on them.  Sandy will be able to use these between now and August.
New Business

Lea Larson reported many FPHA members attended a meeting at the Museum of Science and Industry (MOSI) on February 28th to provide input for a new exhibit, “The Amazing You”, to open late 2007.
Dr. Heilman, director of the Pinellas County Health Department, is retiring.  Bonnie McDougle will attend his retirement party as a representative of FPHA.  Dr. Dharamraj will be the new director.
