Board Meeting Minutes

August 1, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Linda Keen at 1:00 PM.

Introductions and Determination of Quorum – Introductions of Board members was completed.  It was determined that a quorum was present.  

APHA President Introduction - Patricia Mail, President of APHA and from Tacoma Washington, attended the Board meeting and intends to stay for the entire AEC.  The APHA President tries to visit affiliates every 3 years of so. APHA has received a grant to support affiliates.  She congratulated FPHA on its 75th anniversary.  She reminded the Board that the annual meeting of APHA is scheduled to be in Boston.  Since it will run over Election Day, be sure to do absentee ballots if attending.
Approval of Minutes – The minutes from the 4/11/06 Board meeting as well as the 6/20/06 Board meeting were approved.
President’s Report – Linda Keen, President, reported on the current state of FPHA and that FPHA should be proud that it is a solvent organization.  She discussed some of the good things occurring with the AEC meeting-over 40 persons donated to the silent auction or displayed as a vendor.  Linda reported that every school of public health was represented at the 4/11/06 Board meeting, which demonstrated that FPHA is a neutral forum for the public health message.  She discussed that a Strategic Plan was developed (copy to Pat) at a special Board meeting in Orlando in June. The Board worked with its public health partners searching for areas of common interest and where to move forward.  On the 2nd day, Lynne Drawdy facilitated the refinement and creation of the FPHA mission, vision, and values with 3 goals and objectives.  This is the 2nd 3-year plan produced by FPHA.  Linda is particularly proud of Goal #2.  Press releases on STD Awareness Month were released, with a press conference held at the Prather building in Tallahassee.  No reporters or legislators showed up.  At a second press conference at the Capitol, 2 student paper reporters were present.  FPHA wants to support STD Awareness Month.  Sexual health is one of FPHA’s priorities.  Nick Chapman, incoming President, is planning to continue to do this again in the spring before the meeting for the next AEC.  Discussion occurred on extending the Presidency or redefining the succession roles of the Board members.  Linda remains committed to the Physician Section needs for CME, and will work on this in the future.  She also wants to capitalize on the Academic Committee’s enthusiasm.
Silent Auction – Barbara Richardson, Committee Chair, reported she was happy with contributions.  

Executive Director’s Report –Sandy Magyar, Executive Director, provided the Executive Director’s report.  She reported on the status on Florida Public Health museum in Jacksonville.  It is to be located in the Wilson T. Sowder Building which is the original State Board of Health building.  Funding is now needed to sustain a museum.  The   Preservation Association in Springfield is working with the planners to see about a joint project with other Springfield organizations. Sandy requested members to let Russ Jackson know about any possible funding.
Florida Public Health Foundation was initially funded, put in the budget, but then the Governor vetoed it.  Work is now occurring again to see if funding can be obtained in order for it to continue.  The Public Health Leadership Institute USF class 10 is graduating, and class 11 is coming in.  The Nurses met on Monday at their meeting, with 112 people registered.  Dental program directors (52) held their meeting in conjunction with FPHA as well.  CURED was holding its first summit here (112 in attendance counting staff).  FSU and FAU Presidents were in attendance.  The FPHA AEC had 334 registered, not counting speakers and exhibiters, with hopes for another 30-40 registrants on-site.  Except for the dental group, all paid fees.  Sandy wished to thank the Garspin Group (Lynette and Robert) for lunch provided today.  Retirement seminar with Capital Health Insurance will be held every day.  An early-bird reception will be held tonight.  Silent auction opens at 6:00.  Sandy also reported there was a link to FPHA on Broward CHD’s website.  

Sandy reported that membership was at 927 paid members.  On a final note, a picture of the 4th meeting of FPHA participants, in front of Mayflower hotel in Jacksonville, will be on display at the AEC.
Financial Report - Mike Napier, Treasurer, presented the financial report.  FPHA has $47,232.32 without the AEC expenses being paid.  FPHA anticipates additional dues to be collected for this year.  Mike suggested that perhaps FPHA can pay for a national speaker at the AEC.
Annual Educational Conference Report – Robin Wright, AEC Planning Committee Co-chair, reported.  The Committee held a meeting this morning, and everything is set.  Moderator assignments were made.  Evaluations of the conference will be done on-line this year, facilitated by Sandy.

Legislative Committee Report – Bonnie McDougal, Legislative Committee Chair, reported.  There was a success with the new per diem bill.  Cancer drug bill passed-to allow, in certain ways, reuse of cancer drugs.  Rep. Harrell was nominated to receive the Legislative Award because of her work on this bill.  She will be presented with this award at the end of the business meeting at 9:00.  In the past we had surveys at meeting for the FPHA legislative agenda.  This year, Nick’s vision is for each Section pick one major issue (legislative, policy, internal operations locally) at the business meeting.  At the Board meeting on Friday, these will then come back to the Board to look at the issues with the Executive Committee helping to prioritize.  It is expected that the Executive Committee will pick 3 issues to focus in the beginning, but the other issues may be dealt with and would be still there.  
FPHA Website Report – Frank Meyers, Website Editor, reported.  A counter is now in place to get hits, but currently only on a weekly basis.  He has many statistics on the site.  Interest was in the following areas:  Newsletter download, registration PDF, newsletter Fall last year, membership applications, blue book, and bylaws.
Frank mentioned that upon looking through recipients of awards-Alice Crawford Meyers (his mom) had received an award.   

FPHA Newsletter Report – Bette Holeva, Newsletter Editor, reported. There was a question from Mr. Dodd regarding the possibility of placing an advertisement in the newsletter, and it was suggested that an article for the newsletter may do better.
Nominating Committee Report – Judy Perkin, Committee Chair, thanks those agreeing to run on ballot.  Results of the elections will be announced at Business Meeting on Thursday, August 2, 2006. 
Membership Committee Report – Lea Heberlein-Larson reported for Lynn Drawdy.  The public health calendar was produced for meeting registrants.  She noted that the topic of calendar could change in the future.  FPHA bucks are offered again this year if a person referred someone for membership.  Frank Meyers had referred 39 persons for membership and was applauded.
Strategic Plan Report – The report was sent to current Board members, and needs to be sent to incoming Board members.  A big thanks to Lyn Drawdy for facilitating this report. 
Other Committee Reports

Award & Scholarship Committee Report-Laura Guyer, Chair, reported.  This year there will be both scholarships and awards.  Both were slow in getting in submissions, but picked up.  Two undergraduate scholarships and 5 graduate scholarships will be awarded.  $3000 for scholarships was available.  Undergrads will receive a one-year membership to FPHA with their award.  Media awards-5 strong packets were submitted, and there will be 3 awards at the luncheon.
Section Reports
Injury Prevention- Steve McCloskey reported.  The highest drowning rate in US is for children <5 years old.  He gave all Board members a Water Watcher tag and whistle.  Most common issue was a temporary lapse in direct supervision in all cases.  Denny’s is involved, and had publicity.  There is a 2004-2008 5-year Injury Prevention Strategic Plan.
Environmental Health- Prakash Patel reported that there will be CEUs for certain sessions.  

STD -Lori Jordahl reported.  She mentioned that there will be a bucket raffle sponsored by their section to supplement silent auction.  The newly created HIV/AIDS section received a $600 grant and held elections.  There are now 168 members in the STD section.
Frank Meyers reported that the IT group may start a new section, and that there is interest in starting a Communicable Disease section as well.  
Liaison Reports
Jon Dodd, Nova Southeastern University reported that the Academic Committee is looking at problems they all share.  There is interest in the issue of sexual health aspect of strategic plan for program.  Linda offered to be coordinator with the Academic Committee and will get with Frank and Jon to get document about political problems in sexual health in order to gather data and make decisions about what should be done and who should get information.  It was proposed to coordinate the FPHA Foundation with several academic institutions to formulate a public health message campaign, making use of research information relevant to sexual health improvement and a public health information campaign;  perhaps something for the Legislative Committee as well.  No definite action plan, but want to develop before next board meeting.
In September, a first meeting will be held of the academic institutions with representatives from FL DOH regarding ways they can help to meet each others needs: Exploration and perhaps negotiations on how the 2 groups can support each other.  Fairly specific needs have been expressed by DOH.  
Warren McDougle, Southern Health Association reported that he represented Florida at the Alabama Public Health Association (ALPHA) meeting.  ALPHA is under the Alabama DOH, so there is a different relationship with their public health association.  Virginia is in maintenance mode only, being run only by academia and no active participation by DOH, etc.  SHA has worked on their behalf, but the public health commissioner not that supportive.  The Georgia Public Health Association meeting will be held in Savannah after Labor Day in 2007.  Warren remarked how similar all the issues are within the states.  Also, he mentioned that in Kentucky, most of the members are not public health employees, but are advocates and non-public health members such as judges, etc. that represent public health advocates.  The SHA president is due to attend the AEC this year.
Matt Dillon, Association of Public Health XXX reported that the annual meeting will be held in Boston around November 4th
Old Business

New Business

Sandy Magyar is looking at 2008 meeting site proposals.  The Renaissance Seaworld is no longer available.  There are currently 2 proposals:

Sheraton World Resort-July 27-8/1, no resort fee (129.99/night)
Omni Orlando Champions Gate $129.99 + $10.00 resort fee (they will see if this can be waived to reduce the cost)
Bette Holeva moved to first look at the Sheraton with the Omni as a second choice if the Sheraton does not pan out.  Frank Meyers seconded.  Discussion occurred:  Matt Dillon suggested checking out the rooms at the Sheraton as he had reported to him that the older section may not be as nice as the newer sections.  Sandy will ensure rooms are checked out.  Motion carried.  The AEC for 2007 will be at the Tampa Grand Hyatt from 7/29-8/2/07.  There is now expanded meeting space and the rooms will run $109/night.
Linda-revisit paying staff working at annual conferences and coordination fee with other agencies to make sure it is equitable.  Propose to ask finance committee, Sandy and conference committee chairs report

After discussion led by Linda, Frank Meyers moved to revisit paying staff working at annual conferences and to verify coordination fee with other agencies is equitable.  Dave Galvin seconded; Motion carries.  The Finance Committee, Sandy and the Conference Committee Chairs will be consulted.
Nick Chapman brought up the possibility of changing the terms of the president or changing the succession to ensure continuity.  This would probably require a by-law change.  Suggestions included:
a. term of President could be for 2-years;  the earliest this could start would be with next year’s meeting due to it requiring a by-laws change

b. Have a succession:  1st Vice-President, to President-Elect, to President to have and extended continuum
Would like to give direction to By-Laws committee.  The following discussion occurred:  

Warren stated that this would result in making an office a 4-year commitment (with also Past-President position).  President for 2-years would be busy, and a 3 year commitment.  Linda said that this would allow the other positions to be involved sooner.  Cyril mentioned that the officers could chair important committees as the President-Elect.  Sandy mentioned that when the President-Elect was in charge of the AEC, that members were reluctant to be in that role.  For discussion at a future meeting.
Nick Chapman brought up that with the financial stability, perhaps FPHA could scholarship a member to attend APHA.  

Frank Meyers suggested that there be another category for membership: retirees on fixed incomes.  Sandy said that FPHA has a category called Life Membership aimed at retirees (FPHA member of 10 years and as a Life Member are not required to pay dues).  This category has to be requested.  In addition, annual meeting fees are waived, but there are no voting privileges.  One item is that many Life Members don’t have email, so FPHA may need to print copies for this category of membership.  Frank mentioned that there may be potential new members that are retired but interested in public health.

Frank Meyers announced that a regional meeting will be held in North Florida not Central Florida, as printed and approved in the 6-20-06 minutes.
