Laura Guyer and Bonnie McDougle joined the meeting by phone.

President Linda Keen called the meeting to order at 12:30 PM.

Introductions were made and it was determined that a quorum existed.

Motion:  It was moved by Nick Chapman and seconded by Judy Perkin to approve the minutes from the 01/26/06 Board Meeting.  The motion passed.

President’s Report:

1) President Keen was approached by Bureau of STD as FPHA President to obtain support from FHPA for April STD Awareness Month

2) FPHA is currently working with MQA and FMA on the issue of affordable CE for MDs at the annual meeting.  It will be difficult to draw MDs to the meeting unless they are offered.  Also Dr. Francois announced annual conference to the CHD medical directors.

3) The academic section meeting was held earlier today and is planning on holding an academic section meeting in June.  The Department of Health needs training for Business Managers and county health department directors.  There has also been an issue raised concerning workforce development.  It was suggested that a paper be written on stem cell research.  

4) Linda spoke to the Public Health Leadership Institute scholars as FPHA President on the importance of lobbying and developing relationships with local legislators.  

5) The National STD Conference will be held in Jacksonville in May and we are considering selling bricks as a fundraiser for the museum.  We will also be working with Ron Walsh and FMA’s Kim Scott to look at other fundraisers for the museum.  

6) Linda received an email from “Safe Drugs Now” an organization that seeks to combat counterfeit drugs.  Linda will provide more information on this issue.

Executive Director’s Report

Sandy Magyar informed the group that the FPHA Foundation was established and that there will be a foundation bank account set-up in the foundation’s name.  The foundation is tax exempt and donations to the foundation will be tax deductible. 

There are currently 677 FPHA members.  All but a few health agency memberships have been renewed.  

There will be a Northeast Florida Regional Meeting on May 3rd.

Sandy announced that the mileage bill was being discussed in the legislature today and Chris Nuland will be joining the meeting later to provide a legislative update.  

The FMA is working on the inside of the Museum of Public Health but needs funding to hire someone to run the museum.  The Museum has a meeting room located inside.

The Social Work and Gerontology sections do not have enough members and may be rolled into other sections.

Financial Reports

Mike Napier presented the financial report.  He noted that the savings account balance is currently $31,567.73.

Annual Education Conference Report

Robin Wright reported that she will be sending out an updated agenda.  Her committee is still working on getting up a keynote speaker for the meeting.  

There will be a poster session at this year’s meeting.  All FPHA members are encouraged to submit abstracts for consideration.  
Sandy Magyar noted that several section meetings will combine at the meeting to help increase attendance.

Linda Keen encouraged everyone to get an early start on planning for the annual meeting and to get academic institutions involved to increase participation on planning the meeting as well.

Website Report

Frank Myers is looking into counters that can be put on the website to help track how many visitors visit the website.

Newsletter

It was noted by Bette Holeva that there has not been a lot of responses with articles for the newsletter.  We need to get those articles in soon so we can send out the newsletter.

Nominating Committee
Judy Perkin thanked the nominating committee for all their hard work and said that they are projecting to have the ballot completed and sent out to the board in the next week or two.

Membership Committee

Bonnie McDougle reported that she is working with Mike Reid and Danielle Landis to get leadership institute track in FPHA.

Awards and Scholarship Committee
Undergraduate Scholarship

Laura Guyer said that an email has been sent to the academic committee regarding the awards and scholarships.  The undergraduate scholarship is currently set at $300.  There was discussion about possibly increasing the amount of the scholarship and including a year membership in FPHA. There was also a discussion regarding clarification of the guidelines including if members have to nominate the candidate or can they self-apply for the scholarships.  Another point brought up during the discussion about where the undergraduate scholarships should be advertised.

Motion:

It was moved by Judy Perkin and seconded by Frank Meyers that students be allowed to apply directly for undergraduate scholarships and that a 1-year FPHA membership will be included as part of the award.

There was more discussion and Laura Guyer reviewed the criteria for undergraduate scholarships

Amended Motion:

The motion was amended to include a clause that applicants can be from undergraduate institutions.      The motion passed.

Graduate Scholarship

Laura Guyer noted that the requirements specify that the graduate candidates must be in a graduate program and remain in Florida. There was discussion regarding the number of hours a candidate must have completed.  The decision will made by the awards committee.

Minority Health Section

Motion:

It was moved by Ken Swann and seconded by Frank Meyers to change the name of the Minority Health section to the Diversity Section to reflect something more positive and be more representative of the state.  The motion carried.  

HIV/Aids Section

Shannon White reported that the HIV/Aids section has recruited over 30 members and the 1st meeting will be at the education conference this year.

STD Section
Lori Jorhahl reported that her section is thrilled with the success of the Green Ribbons for STD Awareness campaign. 

There will be tours of the DOH Public Health Lab during the STD Conference in Jacksonville.

The state lab is also involved in the University STD screening project that is testing over 250 urine based test for Chlamydia/Gonorrhea for STD Awareness month for UNF, FAU, UF and UCF. 

Lori and Frank Meyers displayed samples of the bricks that might be sold to raise funds for the museum.  They noted that the bricks are guaranteed for life except for vandalism.  We are still currently waiting for approval of the bricks.

The STD section will be a bucket raffle, to raise money for scholarships and the STD section.  

Lori also showed the STD section form.  The form includes a request for home email and phone information.  This is so the member can be contacted thru non-DOH email for lobbying issues.  They are trying to get each member to talk to four people.    

Injury Control

There will be a marketing symposium May 15th in Tampa and each CHD is supposed to send a liaison to attend.  The CDC has a 5-year capacity building grant that is in conjunction with Dr. Agwunobi’s 5-year strategic plan.  

Exhibits

Paula Mooty reported that there are 13 exhibitors and 3 sponsors.  Last year we had 40!  Please send Paula contact information for potential exhibitors and she will get information to them.

Paula announced that they are extending the deadline for pictures of Florida for the calendar.  If you have any pictures you would like to submit please send them to Paula Mooty as soon as possible.  

OLD BUSINESS – None

NEW BUSINESS

FPH Foundation

Currently there this a bill in the House and Senate waiting approval that would allow foundations to enter into contracts without having to bid.  This would allow foundations to have “preferred status” and give funding to foundations.

Motion:

It was moved by Mort Laitner and seconded by Frank Meyers that FPHA will support STD Awareness Week next April.

There was discussion on the issue.

The motion was revised to read that FPHA will seek a Senate resolution to recognize April as STD Awareness Month.  The motion carried.

Motion:

It was moved by Frank Myers and seconded by Daniel Santibanez that FPHA join the Safe Drugs Now (see email).  After discussion it was determined that this will be tabled until the next meeting to allow time to obtain more information on the issue.  

Motion:

It was moved by Mort Laitner and seconded by Frank Myers to have a 2-day meeting in June with a retreat on one day and Board meeting the next day.  Presidents of FPHA sister organizations will be invited for the morning of the retreats and Sandy will facilitate.

There was discussion on the issue.

Amended Motion:

The motion was amended to read 1st day meet ½ day with partners and 2nd day, 1st half strategic and the afternoon would be Board meeting.   The date and location is to be announced between June 19th and June 30th, with the possibility of being held in Orlando.  The motion carried.

Frank Myers noted that in Canada there is a $.25 piece in circulation with Breast Cancer Ribbon and would like to look at getting stamps printed with STD Ribbon on them.  Frank also suggests FPHA using stamps with FPHA logo on them.  Lori Jordahl will work with Frank and present these options at the next meeting.  In addition, Frank is working on a flyer to distribute at the National STD Conference that will list the personal benefits to individuals for belonging to FPHA to help recruit new members.

Academic Committee:

The Academic Committee met this morning.  They are considering writing fact-based scientific white papers for publication with Board approval of topics.  These papers would be independent of the legislative process.  After discussion it was decided that this topic will be placed on the agenda for the Academic Section meeting at this year’s annual meeting.

Legislation Committee Report 
Chris Nuland presented the legislative report.  He reported that the legislature is considering increasing mileage reimbursement from $.29 to $.44.5 per mile.  The bill includes increasing the per diem from $50 approximately $75 dollars a day.  Breakfast is increasing from $3 to $5 dollars, lunch is from $6 to $11 and dinner is from $12 to $19.  

The Biomedical bill currently on the floor includes funding for FPH Foundation.


Barbara Richardson discussed funding for AHEC and their efforts to secure more recurring General Revenue funding.

Motion: 

There was a motion by Bette Holeva which was seconded by Mike Napier for FPHA to support AHEC in their efforts to secure more recurring GR funding.

The Bylaws Committee will explore increasing the term of FPHA President and will report at the next meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 3:45 PM.
