The meeting was called to order at 12:30 by Mike Napier

Introductions: Introductions of Board members and guests was completed. A quorum was present.  

Approval of Minutes: Minutes from the October, 19, 2007 Board meeting were presented for Board review and approval.  Frank Meyers moved to approve the minutes.  Paula Mooty seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Presidents Report: Mike Napier welcomed and thanked everyone for being there. He gave some general information and talked about adding more public health advocacy within FPHA. He will continue more with his presentation during new business. 
Executive Directors Report: Sandy Magyar gave her report. Premier Marketing will be selling shirts for both women and men with the FPHA and/or the national Public Health logos or both (put on the chest and one on the cuff).  2) Grants: FPHA received 10% of the $26,000 grant from Association of State and Territorial Health Officials (ASTHO) for their program on Social Distancing. Sandy was also paid from this grant. St Lucy County also had a small training grant. If you all know of any grants that we can get funding from please let her know. 3) Individual memberships are down but health agency memberships are moving along. As of 3/1 members who have not renewed for 2008 will be deleted from email listings and voter voice. Financial Report: Robin Wright reported on the financial report. She is working on the 2008 budget. There will be some changes with regards to speakers, meetings and more allocated for Chris our lobbyist. Sandy is looking at alternative online registration programs and may come back to the board for a budget request. No money was made on AEC as there was a 25% reduction in attendance. Approval of the budget will fall under new business. 

Legislative Committee Report: Jeff Keiser reported that there are now 25 pieces of legislation that are circulating. Chris Nuland will be tracking document versions and the committee will be ranking viewpoints from FPHA. Some of the topics include human sexuality, training and education, budget cuts and more. Voter voice impact is also being looked.

AEC Report: Judy Perkin reported on the committee meeting from this morning. The keynote will be on employee morale or a panel on avian flu. There will be 5 tracks this year with a greater variety of breakouts on Thursday. Central Fl AHEC will be coordinating the CEU/CME’s. Please have agendas for Section Meetings ahead of time. Tuesday will be the opening of the exhibits and there was some discussion about having a meet the Board Members FPHA Champions at that time as well.
Exhibits: Paula Mooty reported that 90 mailings and 50 emails went out. 20 are new vendors

Website Report: Lacey Taylor is our new webmaster. Sandy and Paula met with her and there is now a new look to the website.
Newsletter Report: Bette Holeva reported that it is important to get info to her by Wednesday.
Membership Committee Report: Lea Heberlein-Larson presented her report. There was discussion on increasing University and Academic memberships with the potential for meetings and conferences. Judy Perkin made the motion for this membership drive, Frank Meyers seconded and the motion passed unanimously. There was discussion about joint membership with APHA as a pilot project. Mass., California and two other affiliates are participating which gives them rolling memberships. Exit surveys and calendars were also discussed. 
Strategic Plan Report: Lynn Drawdy let us know that champions are still needed. New champions are: Greg Danyluk –Regional Meetings, Sandy Magyar and Paula Mooty – Communication Process, Leadership 3.2 and 3.4 Judy Perkin, 3.2 and 3.3 Academic Committee should have. The sexual health survey developed by Lori was distributed and commented on, more detail will be added and it will be sent out during April STD Awareness Month. Frank Meyers made the move to distribute the survey, Lori Jordahl seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Award Committee Report: Max Salfinger reported that applicants should be in by the end of May.
Nominating Committee Report: The new changes take effect this year. Whoever is voted in and agrees to be 1st VP will then move into president elect then president.

Health Promotion Report: Rebecca Filipowicz talked about blackboards for promotion information
STD Section Report: Lori Jordahl reminded all that April is STD Awareness Month and if they wanted info or programs to contact Lori or their local STD Manager. inSpot Florida, palm cards were distributed to enhance awareness about their use in assisting persons with STDs/HIV to inform their partners.  
Diversity Section Report: Lesli Ahonkhai reported. Noel Braithwaite is the new Section Co-chair.  Leslie shared information about the Black Infant Health Practice Initiative that was signed into law in 2007 and ideas about how FPHA and the Diversity Section can collaborate
Epi/Lab and Regional Meeting Report: Greg Danyluk will be coordinating an FPHA Regional Meeting Conference. There was a discussion about having Epi-Regional meetings and looking at using college/university space and finding topics of general or specific interest to that area. A committee will work with him to have one before AEC,
Southern Health Association Report: Warren McDougle reported that Southern Health was officially invited to participate with us during the 2009 conference in West Palm. This year Southern Health Conference is in Hot Springs Ark May 7 – 9. Warren is running for VP and asks that you please join. 
American Public Health Association Report: Matt Dillon informed us that National Public Health Week is April 7 – 13 and the theme is the Connection Between Climate Change and Health. APHA’s Conference will be October 25-29 in San Diego.

Academic Committee Report: Mike Reid reported that: 1) applications are out for the 13th Leadership Class. 2) USF has received good nominees for the Public Health Woman of the Year Award. 3) This summer there will be a National Certification exam (voluntary) for grads of MPH programs, 5) Judy Perkin shared that UNF is going for accreditation this year.  

Business Managers Association Report: Randy Jarmon reported that their bylaws are expanding to include more than Business Managers. There was also some discussion about practical ways to look at funding cuts. Their statewide meeting will be in May.

FACHO Report: Doug Holt talked about the meeting held in Tampa. There is concern about County challenges and the budget. They are recognizing Tom Belcour. Other changes happening, Lillian Rivera will be going back to Miami as the Director and Tom Arnold will now be the Deputy State Health Officer
New Business:
A move to pass the 2008 Budget was made by Frank Meyers, seconded by Paula Mooty and passed unanimously.
The Executive Board will be meeting with the Surgeon General in March. 

Frank Meyers is working with a student to develop the History of FPHA.
For future FPHA meetings/conferences, all registrations will be on-line no more mail in registrations.

Liability insurance was discussed.

The next board meeting will be back in Tampa April 17 or 18th.
