The meeting was called to order at 12:20 by Mike Napier

Introductions: Introductions of Board members and guests was completed. A quorum was present.  

Approval of Minutes: Minutes from the January 25, 08 Board meeting were presented for Board review and approval.  Frank Meyers moved to approve the minutes.  
Warren McDougle seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Presidents Report: Mike Napier welcomed and thanked everyone for being there. He reported on: 1) Updating us on the Public Health Foundation and the Public Health Institute; 2) Invited a consultant to speak with us about strategic planning. He comes with a wealth of information from Alaska where the board debates issues, develops resolutions and moves from there; 3) FPHA applied for 2 $5,000 grants from APHA. One is for membership and the other our sexual health initiative. 4) APHA will be holding 2 Capacity Building Initiative Trainings. Mike and Sandy will be attending; 5) Shared information from the meeting with the Surgeon General. She has agreed to speak at AEC and is supportive of staff attending (last year Lillian Rivera did) , and talked about the Florida Public Health Review Journal that had a peer reviewed article on red light running and cameras that sparked a lot of debate and different perspectives. Mike encouraged all to use data to influence public opinion not anecdotal to; legislative information was shared at the meeting and Mike thanked Jeff Keiser and the legislative committee. The report included updates on the: Dental bill (which included live time discussions and actions that Mike, Sandy and Chris Nuland were involved), sex education in public schools, cell phones and driving, safety belts, physical education in schools, which would allow. He reminded all of the member benefits of voter voice. Concern was expressed about autism being linked to immunization. There was also discussion about the Foundation; 6) Mike thanked Lori for developing and presenting the FPHA and Sexual Health Poster at the National STD Conference in Chicago last month 
Executive Directors Report: Sandy Magyar included the following in her report: 1) Premier Marketing is ready to go; 2) Membership – fairly successful with Agency memberships concerned with the decrease in individual membership. All who have not joined so far this year have been cut off from mailings and voter voice. There will be a survey coming out for those who did not renew 3) Public Health Museum is still coming along but needs more funding, the Duval County Medical Assoc. had their meeting there and it was suggested that we have a board meeting there as well. Sandy will look into this; 4) Sandy personally thanked everyone for their cards, emails calls and more after her surgery. 5) Voter voice has sent members 2 alerts and 5 messages (remember to use your home emails) 6) APHA and joint affiliation with FPHA was discussed as a way to bring in more members. One issue is their rolling memberships vs. our calendar year with our software being free and new software will cost $2000, but it is something that is being explored. 7) The new website changes will be dramatic. Each committee/section will have its own page that will need to be kept current. Financial Report: Robin Wright reported that there was $24,700 in checking, $51,909.84 in savings and $8,361.17 in the foundation. Frank Meyers made a motion to accept the financial report. It was seconded by Warren McDougle and passed unanimously.  

Legislative Committee Report: These last 2 weeks are critical for the budget review.  The Presidents report covered other legislative information.
AEC Report: Judy Perkin reported that the draft agenda will be in the next newsletter. There is good progress. There are 9 sessions that have made the submission for CMEs and they are still working on CEUs (we may want to revisit CMEs for next year). The call for posters and reviewers has gone out. There are 5 concurrent tracks.
Exhibits: Paula Mooty reported there are 14 vendors, 1 vendor cannot attend but will be making a monetary donation. Gen-Probe will be sponsoring the early bird reception.
Frank Meyers made a motion to establish a $100 fee for retirees to attend AEC and it passed unanimously.

There will also be a new member and student orientation at AEC.

Website Report: (included in Executive Directors report)
Newsletter Report: Bette Holeva reported that she received many articles and her deadline for anything more will be Tuesday morning.
Membership Committee Report: Lea Heberlein-Larson presented that we have over 950 members so far this year. The brochure is in the process of being updated (please throw out any old ones). Theme for 2009 calendars will be Public Health in Action and sections were asked to judge which pictures should be included. Andy Cannon will be collecting the pictures. 
Strategic Plan Report: Lynn Drawdy shared more information on the grants to APHA that Mike reported on. Lynn requested and everyone agreed that we take advantage of the technical assistance that APHA offers on strategic planning. There will be a strategic planning meeting scheduled for June. The sexual health survey will be distributed this month.
Award Committee Report: Sandy Magyar reminded everyone to considering nominating persons for awards.
Nominating Committee Report: Mike Napier reported that they are still working on the next steps. If anyone is interested see Mike.
STD Section Report: Lori Jordahl reminded all that April is STD Awareness Month and that all STD Program areas received new posters, pamphlets and some goodies to be used as incentives for screening. She also talked about the National STD Conference, the headlines that 1 in 4 teenage girls in the US have an STD and how important our strategic plan initiative on sexual health is. Lori shared a picture of the FPHA and Sexual Health Poster session that was presented in Chicago as well. The Bureau of STD has hired a Health Educator named Sherese Bleechington who will help coordinate educational materials etc and Dr. Toye Brewer, (one of our AEC Speakers) will be joining CDC next month as the State of Florida STD/HIV Medical Epidemiologist. They will both be involved with FPHA.   
Epi/Lab and Regional Meeting Report: Greg Danyluk reported on yesterdays Regional Meeting, highlighting that it was integrating, STD, HIV, Hepatitis, and TB. There were 5 speakers and over 40 participants. Frank Meyers gave a historical overview of FPHA and STDs. It was requested that we have the same format in different regions around the State.
Southern Health Association Report: Warren McDougle reported that Southern Health accepted the invited to participate with us during the 2009 conference in West Palm. This year Southern Health Conference is in Hot Springs Ark May 7 – 9. Warren shared information from other states and noted that North Carolina has a progressive public health system. There are benefits to asking questions. A motion was made by Warren McDougle to give $100 from FPHA to SHA for their auction. It was seconded by Barbara Will and passed unanimously. 
American Public Health Association Report: Matt Dillon reminded us that APHA’s Conference will be October 25-29 in San Diego. Details are available on line as well as their great Public Health Bookstore.

Academic Committee Report: Sandy Magyar reported that there will be a meeting in May with Dr. Fox at the Public Health Institute in Lantana. There are still some openings for the next Public Health Leadership Institute.

Nursing Committee Report: Linda LaComb-Williams reported that Emily Carsholt moved to Copenhagen and resigned as co-chair. In other news, nurses in Hillsborough have been brushing up on their skills for disaster/hurricane planning
FACHO Report: Doug Holt began by expressing appreciation to FPHA for educating the legislature. He shared information about possible budget reductions and how it may impact work/services with existing partners who may be competing for the same dollars and services. The next FACHO meeting is in June.
EHA Report: Emily Wilson gave the report that their conference. Emily reported that 

FEHA is focusing on global changes with APHA and supports a resolution on strong efforts to reverse anthropogenic climate change.

Student Section: Laura Guyer reported that there needed to be better guidelines for student leadership. Jonathan Meadows will be working with her to develop these.

Blue Cross/Blue Shield: Carl Patten reported that the Blue Foundation is giving grants for initiatives on childhood obesity. They will start with community meetings in Jacksonville (May 13th, let him know if you want to attend) and expand to Orlando, Miami and Tampa. 

Frank Meyers gave a 10 minute history on FPHA that he has been working on. 

Old Business: Need to verify academic committee request from last meeting
New Business: FPHA will be exploring a joint meeting with FEHA in the future
and the capability of adding distance learning for persons not able to travel to attend conferences/meetings
