The meeting was called to order at 12:35 by Mike Napier

Introductions: “Thank You”! was the message given to all from Mike. Introductions of Board members completed. A quorum was present.
Approval of Minutes: Minutes from the April 18, 08 Board meeting were presented for Board review and approval.  Warren McDougle moved to approve the minutes.  
Keith Keene seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Presidents Report: Mike Napier welcomed and thanked everyone for being there. He reported on: 1) Special Recognition to Earl Fox for being there and putting a face to the Public Health Institute. He will be on this Board and Sandy Magyar will have a seat on the Institutes Board. 2) Special Recognition goes to Judy Perkins and those on her AEC Committee for all of the work they have put in. 3) Thursday will be the Awards Luncheon when Mike gives his Presidential Awards and since one of the honoree will not be in attendance, he honored Lynne Drawdy with her award today. She put the strategic plan together and wrote the grants to APHA. 4) The Strategic Plan is what we stand for and Mike is going to share this during the Opening Ceremony on Wednesday.      
Executive Directors Report: Sandy Magyar included the following in her report: 1) 220 are registered for the AEC. Given the budget issues this is still good and there were several pre conference meetings (dental, medical directors, STD mgrs). Sandy spoke with the President of Southern Health and the Surgeon General about support for next year and they both seemed positive. 2) APHA has a summer grass roots PHACT, Public Health Action Campaign. APHA selected 19 affiliates in key states which included Florida(from the APHA website: “This summer, APHA is mobilizing support to educate legislators and candidates running for office about the need to include public health in the health reform debate and to generate interest in prevention and support for the public health infrastructure. During the months of July and August, we are asking APHA members and affiliates to schedule meetings with their legislators in their district offices, participate in town hall meetings hosted by their legislators, and seek opportunities to ask questions to candidates, both incumbents and challengers, running for office at the local, state and federal levels.”) If you are interested please let Sandy know. Our legislative committee will be getting more involved in national issues as well. 3) Healthy Teens Coalition has asked for FPHA to support and become a member. Discussion was had and Lea Heberlein – Lawson moved for the motion. Belinda Cornett Johnson seconded it and it passed unanimously. 4) The APHA grant for Capacity Building and the Sexual Health Initiative requires a Project Manager as part of in-kind services. Mike Napier has agreed to do this for the year we have to get it done. The motion was called by Lori Jordahl and second by Paula Mooty. This passed unanimously. 5) The 2009 AEC will be a joint meeting with Southern Health (which includes 7 other states) and usually brings an extra 35-45 people. The agreement includes workshop design, 1 general session and a breakout, and some funding. They want to hold a joint meeting with us in October and we are looking at the possibility of holding it in Jacksonville at the Public Health Museum. Frank Meyers and Warren McDougle were at the meeting in Arkansas and Warren will be the 1st VP of Southern Health and our rep with them for the conference. 6) The 2010 AEC will be on the West Coast again, probably in the Tampa – St Pete area, more information will be available at the next Board meeting on Friday. 6) Thanks were given to Mort Laitner for the Healthy Stories Book that will be given to all attendees.
Financial Report: Robin Wright reported that there was $32,524.82 in checking, $51,961.47 in savings and $9,616.42 in the foundation (which did not show transition funding). New spread sheets have been created as well as audit forms which were advised during the audit. As Mike Napier stated “Legacy leaves things better then when started.” Frank Meyers made a move to accept the financial report. It was seconded by Paula Mooty and passed unanimously.  

Legislative Committee Report: Jeff Keiser reported that there 49 bills were tracked. 11 passed and 2 were public health related (Physical Education and Dentistry). DOH followed 56 bills and 30 of those passed. Only 12 bills were in common between DOH and FPHA. DOH bills were more regulatory/agency. There was discussion about food pantries receiving foods from restaurants and regulations, breastfeeding and employers, and linking green efforts with health care and access to. Jeff said to send all requests for legislative issues to him.2) Sandy Magyar reminded everyone of the benefits of voter voice ($2000 a year) and to think about how you would like to be notified with these quick turnaround times, personal email or to work to be read faster then you send it to your home computer. There was question also if voter voice was able to blast text messages as well. Sandy will ask them and if it is possible to have more than 1 email address for members. 3) Earl Fox talked about cost based reimbursement to the CHDs and that this needs to be on our radar. A white paper has been written and is now in the Governors office 4) We are now concentrating on putting a public face on what we do. (recommended by the APHA strategic plan consultant) 5)  There was a huge discussion on the philosophic exemption for immunizations that is being recommended. While there has never been a study that linked autism to childhood immunizations, it is an emotional issue. It was decided that this was worthy of having a position paper drafted. A motion was made to have Mort Laitner, Greg Danyluk and John Dodd wordsmith a resolution supporting immunizations without expansion of exemptions from immunizations that would also include an educational piece that would also include information about autism. Motion was put on the floor by Frank Meyers. It was seconded by Mort Laitner and unanimously passed. Frank will bring up this proposal to the general meeting on Thursday.
AEC Report: Judy Perkin gave thanks to all and they have lots of CEU opportunities which will be handled by AHEC. This year there will be a new member and student orientation available. A conference satisfaction survey will be sent out in the near future. This year too, Mike Reid had the posters and presenters listed in the program. 
Website Report: Sandy reported that we and all sections should be changing their information frequently to keep all informed. Just get the changes to her. The new webmaster is quick to respond. There was discussion regarding the members only button and a link to a satisfaction survey. A full report on website users will be included in the October Board meeting.
Membership Committee Report: Lea Heberlein-Larson presented. 1) We now have over 1000 members which resulted in applause. There are 1,117 members including 32 life members, 35 agency memberships (22 silver, 2 gold, 11 platinum). 2) The brochure is in the process of being updated. 3) The 2009 calendars will be given to attendees and others will be sold. Special thanks go to Sue Tharpe and Andy Cannon. 4) There is $5,000 from the APHA grant that will be used for membership based on the strategic plan Goal #1 and #2 all by 4/30/09. Lynne Drawdy will report on more. 
Strategic Plan Report: Some of the information was already reported in the Executive Director report. Lynn Drawdy reported about the strategic planning retreat that was held in June. Topics included vision, SWOT, celebrating accomplishments, where to go, group consensus and rolling out the plan. For a volunteer organization, the APHA consultant was impressed with what we do and how we should id our milestones. We will continue evaluating other opportunities for funding, developing papers and more. We are benchmarking for objective 4.2) Mike Napier also reported here that we need to tap into the PIOs in DOH for messaging with public health, the AHEC networks, and Faculty expertise.
STD Section Report: Lori Jordahl reminded all that everyone was invited to a Board Social this evening and to the STD Social for all on Wednesday night. We are also having our annual bucket raffle to support scholarships and/or FPHA registrations for AEC or Regional meetings.
Epi/Lab and Regional Meeting Report: Greg Danyluk reported on the success of the  Regional Meeting in April with approximately 40 attendees. He thanked Lea Heberlein – Larson, Lori Jordahl and Sue Tharpe. The concept of the regional meetings especially with budget issues is something to look at. The DOH Hepatitis Conference had to be cancelled due to budget issues so this might be an opportunity to partner with them to hold regional meetings as well. See Greg if you are interested in holding one.
Southern Health Association Report: Warren McDougle reported that the public health workforce in Arizona is going through what Florida did years ago when it moved from HRS. Their morale is at an all time low. He is giving them advice from us for this transition. More information about Southern Health is in the Executive Directors report. 
American Public Health Association Report: Matt Dillon reminded us that APHA’s Conference will be October 25-29 in San Diego. He asked the Board to support the affiliates reception again this year for $200. Frank Meyers made the motion. Mort Laitner seconded it and the motion passed unanimously.
Academic Committee Report: Mary Peoples Sheps reported that they had a good meeting in May with Earl Fox at the Public Health Institute and will have a partnership. They will be surveying the progress of schools, who is training, how many students putting out to workforce, expert papers, undergraduate education in public health and general education requiring public health and more.
Student Section Report:  Shenena Armstrong reported that the section is becoming more active and want to have a survey tool, continuing mentorship and education regarding What is Public Health? 

FAMU Report: Cynthia Harris, Shenena Armstrong, and Corliss Allen reported on how active they have been with several initiatives and activities. Some of them include participation with the Black Infant Mortality Summit, Florida’s future FPHA with efforts of students mentoring, and the DRPH Program that has 11 students. 
Injury Prevention Section Report: Stephen McCloskey reported that they are combining their workshop at the AEC with the Health Promotion Section on Violence

FACHO Report: Doug Holt talked about the strength of diversity in funding local counties. There is another across the board 4% cuts. There is also a growing alignment of personal health care and core public health.

Bylaws Committee Report: The Academic Committee requested a change to become a standing committee of the Board. The motion was put on the floor by Frank Meyers and seconded by Warren McDougle and passed unanimously.
New Business:
A code of ethics document was sent to all Board members. A workgroup will be formed to review, share and implement.
The next board meeting will be held on Friday August 1 and the FPHA General Business Meeting will be held on Thursday morning where the new officers will be announced.
The meeting was adjourned at 3:55.
